Request for Proposals

Background


The Jack and Vivian Hanson Arizona Film Institute offers programs for University of Arizona students, emerging filmmakers, and media entrepreneurs who want to contribute significantly to the art and/or business of filmmaking and have an influential role in the film industry.  Serving diverse, underrepresented, and new voices, the Hanson Film Institute advances a dynamic understanding of the collaborative dimensions of the art and business of film.  The Hanson Film Institute provides and supports educational programs, public events, creative projects, and research opportunities.

Criteria


The goal of the Hanson Institute Production Award is to fund one media production project that  best meets the Institute’s mission.  The Production Award will be used to support one production project in any stage of development. The project should enhance the understanding and practice of film and television as creative and industrial forces.  Priority will be given to those projects that support the Hanson Film Institute’s mission to serve diverse, underrepresented, and new voices in the fields of film and television.  Additional consideration will be given to those projects that include students as participants in the production.  Priority will also be given to those projects that illustrate a strong potential for successful completion.  The Production Award is available to all full time faculty members or full time instructors across The University of Arizona campus.  The selected proposal will be funded up to $5,000.  Selected award recipients are asked to submit a report within a year of their receipt of the award outlining the completion of the project.

Requirements


The Hanson Film Institute invites myriad projects that are culturally diverse and designed to forward an understanding of the relationship between the art and business of film and television.  Those responding to this request for proposals should describe the goals of their production and illustrate how they meet the objectives of the Hanson Film Institute.  Usage of the award can include:  legitimate production and or post productions expenses.  Award funds may not be used for preproduction expenses.

Application Materials

Award applications should consist of:

1. A 3 to 5 page treatment that includes:

a. The applicant’s name, title/appointment and contact information (phone, email, address)

b. The applicant’s home department and college

c. A description of the proposed production and how it meets the goals of the Hanson Film Institute in general, and those of the Production Award Program in particular

d. A discussion of whether the proposed project will involve University of Arizona students and in what capacity.  Will this production enhance the applicant’s teaching?

e. A discussion of whether this project contributes to the Hanson Film Institute’s mission to serve diverse, underrepresented or new voices in film and television.  If so, how?

f. A project timeline

2. A letter of support from the applicant’s Department/School Head/Director or Dean. (Please provide sufficient time for the Department/School Head/Director or Dean to meet the application deadline.)

3. A line item budget that includes:

a. A list of actual expenses

b. A list of in-kind contributions

c. The total amount requested
d. A brief narrative description of fund use for each line

4. A CV of the primary researcher (no more than five pages)
